Background:  I have always swapped out my own charms and chains to create different 

looks for different occasions or moods. I didn't get serious about creating and designing 

jewelry until January of  2013.

Both of my children were preparing to leave home for college at 

the same time, and I realized I had absolutely nothing 

to do with myself. Some of my friends asked me where 

I got the items I was making, and they encouraged me 

to try selling them.  I have some really nice friends. 

I suppose I introduced myself through interest, deter-

mination, failure, and success.  I made some really 

awful things when I was just starting out.

Found Art . You may 

choose to leave a con-

tact email and ask the 

finder to let you know 

it was found, or you 

can leave the group's 

email: artleftand-

found@yahoo.com, 

and we will post mail 

call as they come in. 

Please leave the web address of 

our page, as we are hoping to gain 

new members!
