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I learned how to make jewelry from my mom when I was 8 years old.  She is a native In-
dian (Penobscot) and taught me how to make seed bead rings.  Then she taught me how 
to do bead weaving and I fell in love with jewelry making from there.  I do a wide variety 
of jewelry, from children's jewelry, to costume jewelry, to fine jewelry.  I make jewelry 
for girls, boys, teens, women and men.  I use finished pendants but I also create some of 
my own pendants.  I use acrylic beads, Swarovski crystals, Austrian crystals, and even 
create my own glass beads.  I use beading wire but will also use sterling silver and in 
some pieces I use 14k gold.  I love to learn new techniques so my jewelry is always 
changing.

I started creating jewelry to sell when I was in my 20's.  I stopped to raise my daughter.  Then four years ago, I got laid off my second job and 

could not find a second job to replace it.  My daughter suggested that I start making and selling my jewelry again.  I took her advise and shortly 

thereafter set my table up at the Farmer's Market on 258 as well as on Western Blvd.  I consider my jewelry a bit eclectic.   

I took out a loan for $600.00 to buy my initial order for starting to make jewelry.  Over the past four years my business has grown exponentially.  I 

started with 1 table at the Farmer's Market.  Today, I have a kiosk at Camp Lejeune MCX, I have 4 tables at the Farmer's market, and I also have a 

wonderful man who loves to do big shows so he does county fairs and festivals.  We do approximately 12 showings every single week.   

Some advice for someone thinking about starting a business or preparing to start his/her own business:   

First, if you truly want to be successful, be prepared to work at it.  You will work more hours in your own business then you will ever work for an 

employer.  

Second, be patient.  The craft business takes time to truly develop into a successful business.  It takes time and perseverance.  

Third, don't allow yourself to go broke - after your initial investment, take ONLY the money you earn from the business and put every cent back 

into your business.  Run you business in the black as much as you possibly can.  When you are first starting out, find venues that are free to low 

cost to begin with.  Work on building your stock up, concentrating on things that cost you the least to create.  I use a 20:1 ratio - I have 20 inex-

pensive items for every 1 expensive item I have on my table.  Once you have your stock where you want it, then look into the bigger shows to get 

into. 

Fourth, stand behind your product.  Customer service is always the greatest investment.  If I have a piece of jewelry that broke (usually it is my 

stretch jewelry), I will fix or replace it immediately.  I also have no problem resizing my jewelry to fit the person buying the piece.   

Fifth, network.  Get your name out there.  Join business clubs, guilds, etc.
